amount. Funding will be provided on a first come, first served basis.

Who's Eligible?

Dairy West farmers hosting consumer-facing on-farm tours or events. Awardees will be asked to submit a short
summary and photos of how the grant was used.

What Can It Be Used For?
Your grant can be used in one or both of the following ways, up to your approved grant amount.

Examples include:
¢ Pre-designed signage*
o Select signage from this catalog for your farm. Dairy West will use your grant allotment to cover the cost
of printing and shipping approved signs.

* Sign pricing shown in this catalog is an estimate. Final pricing may vary based on order volume — including how many signs you
order individually or if multiple farmers request the same signage at the same time. Expected turnaround time is 2 weeks. Mounting
hardware not included. Pre-made holes are provided for easy mounting.

e Reimbursable expenses, such as:
o Event equipment (tents, tables, chairs, hand-washing stations, shoe wash stations)
o Custom signage or banners
e Website or logo design
o Liability waivers or other materials

reimbursement. Reimbursements are issued after receipts are reviewed, up to your grant application

MILKING

UNIT

The machine used to gently collect milk from a cow’s udder.

This machine gently collects milk
using soft rubber liners inside each
cup to keep cows comfortable.

It uses a gentle pulsing motion,
similar to how a calf nurses, to
draw milk from the udder.
Built-in sensors detect when
milk flow slows, automatically
releasing when a cow is done.

Farmers replace liners regularly to
keep cows healthy and clean.
